The Dharani of The Essence of Dependent Arising

This Dharani is often recited in Sanskrit or Tibetan before teachings.

In Sanskrit:

OM YE DHARMA HETU-PRABHAVA/

HETUN TESHAN TATHAGATO HYAVADAT/

TESHAN CA YO NIRODHA/EVAM VADI MAHA SHRAMANA.
SVAHA .

In Tibetan and English:
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NA-MO CH’0O-NAM THAM-CHE GYU-LE JYUNG/
All dharmas originate from causes.
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DE’I-GYU DE-ZHIN SHEG-PE SUNG/
The Tathagata has taught these causes.
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And also that which puts a stop to these causes--
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GE JYONG CH’EN-PO DI KE SUNG/
This too has been taught by the Great Shramana.
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
